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An Act to provide for the application in Vanuatu of certain international maritime
conventions and for related purposes.

Be it enacted by the President and Parliament as follows-

1 Scheduled Conventions

(1)  The provisions of the Conventions listed in the Schedule and any
regulation, guideline or rules made from such Conventions have the force
of law in Vanuatu.

(2) If a provision of any of the Conventions conflicts with the provision of any
other Act, the provision of the Convention prevails.

2 Repeal
The Maritime (Conventions) Act [CAP 155] is repealed.

3 Commencement
This Act is taken to have commenced on the 25™ of November 1982.
